Sister Lewis has also been recognized
by Governor Deval Patrick for her life-
saving actions and acknowledged at
a New England Patriots home game a
week after the incident.

Union Lawsuit Moves Forward . . .

The plaintiffs have moved for a prelimi-
nary injunction before Judge Helen
Fahey of the Suffolk Superior Court.
She will receive all papers in the case
on December 16th and will hear argu-
ment, if necessary, the following week.
The Union is asking her to halt the
implementation of the law and preserve
existing healthcare coverage until the
lawsuit is completed.

For some retirees and executives the
law is being implemented on Jan 1,
2010. For everyone else, the law is to
take effect on July 1, 2010 at the
earliest or no sooner than the next
contract going into effect.

In general, the Massachusetts and U.S.
Constitutions prohibit statutes which
“impair” contracts. The Constitution
does not allow a State to make a deal
with a person or business, then modify
the deal later by passing a law
nullifying one or more terms. If such
laws were allowed, no one would do
business with the State, without
charging very high prices because of
the risk.

In this case there are three contracts

which would be violated by the new law
on health care: A) The contracts with
all individual MBTA members who
worked for their careers and retired
upon the promise that health care
would be provided free of premium
cost; B) The collective bargaining
agreements (in Local 589'’s case, under
the Peace award) which may or may
not be terminated or amended on July
1,2010; and C) The 13(c) Agreements,
or labor protection arrangements which
the MBTA signs to obtain Federal
Assistance - these agreements
preserve health care and pension
benefits and preserve the right to
bargain over them, as long as the
projects continue to “affect employees.”

As the first group of employees began
to make choices under the GIC plans,
the true impact became apparent.
Everyone will have “worse” insurance
coverage and will pay much more in
premiums. But the hardest hit are the
oldest retirees, who began receiving
pensions when wages and the cost of
living were much lower than they are
today. For such people to pay $200 to
$400 per month will literally break them
financially, forcing them to choose
between healthcare coverage and
shelter or fuel. Also, retirees in states
like Florida or Arizona may obtain only
the most expensive plan, which
reduces their pensions by as much as
one-third.

Politics 2010: Get Active Now

With the decision by State Auditor Jo-
seph DeNucci not to seek re-election,
at least two statewide constitutional of-
fices will be openin 2010. The State Au-
ditor has responsibility for enforcing the
Pacheco-Menard Law governing
privatization efforts - a very key issue
for Local 589 members.

The Office of State Treasurer will also
be open for the 2010 election and sev-
eral incumbent State Representatives
and Senators are potential candidates
for both offices - opening up more pos-
sible campaign opportunities.

And this February, the Democratic cau-

cuses to elect delegates to the state
nominating convention will be held.
Local 589 members are encouraged
to run for Democratic Delegates in their
wards and towns to insure our voices
are heard “loud and clear” on the floor
of the June Democratic Convention.

Vice President John Lee and Delegate
Jimmy O’Brien will be coordinating

Local 589’ s 2010 political operations.
